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ABSTRACT
The abstract should commence with the relevan background of the topic of the article, then it states the objectives of the study. It shall contain the approriate reseach methods (e.g. the source of data, participants,method of data collection, and data analysis) and research results (and if possible the implication of the research result). The abstract should be in 10 pt Time New Roman, lowcase and italized, one spacing betwen lines, and the maximum length is 200 words.    
Keywords: use 10pt; lower case; italic; times new roman; write alphabetically in 5-7 words
HEADING

Paper should be written in English or Bahasa Indonesia in a single spacing paragraph, but the abstract must be written in English. The length of the paper is 3,500 – 5,000 words.  All notes should be footnotes and are not be used for bibliographical information. All margins should be set at 2.5 cm, and should be left and right justified. The font size of headings is 12 pt font, in bold and upper case letters. There should not be a space between the first paragraph of a text and the heading as well as between one paragrahp and another. An indention is needed to start a new paragraph. 

INTRODUCTION 

Introduction (without subchapters) includes the background of the study, literary review, and the research objectives. All introduction should be presented in the forms of paragraphs, with the proportion of 15-20% of the whole article length. The author must also explain the gap of the research compared to those previous studies. The introduction section ends with an emphasis on the items (research questions) to be discussed. 
METHOD 

The method section consists of  description concerning the  research design, data sources, data collection, and data analysis with the proportion of  10-15% of the total article length, all presented in the form of paragraphs.
FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION 

The findings and discussion section consist of description of the results of the data analysis to answer the research question(s) and their meanings seen from current theories and references of the area addressed. The proportion of  this section is 40-60% of the total article length.
FIGURES AND TABLES


Figures and tables musb left justified. Figures and tables must be numbered using Arabic numerals. Figure and table captions must be in 12 pt Times New Roman and left justified. Captions with figure numbers must be placed after their associated figures, as shown in Figure 1.
